Monthly, quarterly, and semiannual payment
plans are available.

Additionally, a 10 % discount applies to the tuition for each 
child after the first child. 

A 5% discount will apply to tuition when
paid in full by the first day of school.

Monthly Payment Plan
All monthly payment plans must be paid by bank draft or 
credit or debit card, and are subject to a $5.00 monthly fee.

Late Payment Policies
Families on payment plans will be assessed a $35.00 late 
fee if payment is received after the due date and no prior 
arrangements have been made. If your account is over 
seven days past due, your student(s) will not be allowed to 
return to school until all charges are brought up to date.

Release of Records
No final grades, transcripts, or test scores will be released 
until all tuition and fee have been paid in full. Exception 
are made for families on payment plan whose payments 
are current, and whose deposits and fees for the following 
year are paid.

Tuition Reimbursement
Should you transfer your student(s) out of the academy, 
you will pay the agreed-upon tuition amount.

Gala Information
Students in grades 7 through 12 are required to attend the Caritas Gala 
from 5:30 p.m. until 9 p.m. They are also required to help with set-up that 
day (time of day TBA). Student tickets are $50. These tickets may be paid 
for over the course of the school year.
